NEW BUSINESS:
A. RESOLUTION 27-24  A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SITE PLAN FOR A SELF-STORAGE UNIT FACILITY LOCATED IN THE 1400 BLOCK OF PRAY BOULEVARD ZONED (C-3) HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL DISTRICT
Feller Finch and Associates, agent for the property owner, DT Storage LLC, has submitted an application for site plan review approval for a proposed 538-unit, self-storage facility to be located on a 7-acre parcel of land in the 1400 block of Pray Boulevard adjacent to the Waterville Place Apartments and across the street from the Story Point Senior Living Facility. The planned project recently received approval from the Waterville City Council for a conditional use permit with 9 conditions of approval to construct a facility consisting of seven (7) buildings on a parcel zoned (C-3) Highway Commercial. A variance from the "Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements" was also approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals on July 13, 2023 reducing the number of required parking spaces from 59 to nine (9). 
As part of the final conditional use permit approval process, the applicant has provided the site plan for review by City Council which includes information regarding the landscaping, lighting and fencing proposed for this development. The landscaping plan indicates that landscaping strips are being provided on Pray Boulevard along the eastern property line screening the adjacent multi-family residential area and in the rear retention pond area. The parcel will be enclosed by a six (6) foot high fence. Site lighting is being provided through the use of wall mounted lights installed on the exterior of each storage unit building. Drive aisles around the perimeter of the facility have been widened to 40 feet in width to accommodate the turning radius of a fire truck. A waterline has been extended onto the parcel to provide fire protection which includes three (3) fire hydrants. The applicant has provided a detailed elevation drawing of the proposed exterior of the office area located at the southern end of the large eastern storage building facing Pray Boulevard. Color information regarding the type of building materials to be used is also provided and will consist of "earth tones" including tans, grays and some white accents.
At their August 12, 2024 public meeting, it was the recommendation of the Planning Commission to Council to approve the site plan contingent on the installation of a solid vinyl fence, 6-feet in height and white in color, along the northern and southern portions of the property to screen the exterior view of the storage buildings from Pray Boulevard and adjacent residential parcels; installation of a brick/stone veneer as indicated on the elevation drawing and in the colors provided for the office building and the east end of the south storage building facing the office and parking area, submittal of a final "photometric" lighting plan certifying that the exterior wall pack lighting will be directed downward away from adjacent properties and the incorporation of the comments of the City Engineer as conditions for final site plan review approval.

Mrs. Duncan moved to adopt Resolution 27-24, Mr. Bruno seconded the motion, which passed by a voice vote 6-1.
B. RESOLUTION 28-24  A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PRELIMINARY ROADWAY DEDICATION PLAT FOR THE FARNSWORTH BUSINESS PARK
DGL Consulting Engineers, agent for the Toledo-Lucas County Port Authority, has submitted a preliminary roadway dedication plat to construct a new roadway approximately 1,820 feet in length for the proposed development of the "Farnsworth Business Park" on a vacant 48.56-acre parcel located at 8275 Neapolis Waterville Road. The parcel was recently purchased by the Port Authority which intends to develop the area to facilitate future economic development and to accommodate the potential future expansion of the adjacent Farnsworth Industrial Park located on Waterville Monclova Road. Currently, several of the City's largest employers such as Kaufman Engineered Systems, Surface Combustion and Parker Hannifin are located in the Farnsworth Industrial Park. In the 2012 Comprehensive Plan, this parcel is located within the "Farnsworth Corridor Concept Area" which envisions this area being developed for light industrial uses which will create additional jobs while strengthening and diversifying the City's tax base. Based on the Port Authority's past success in developing similar business parks in Northwest Ohio, the City is fortunate to have a potential developer with the technical experience and financial ability to attract desirable new businesses to our community.
At their August 12, 2024 public meeting, it was the recommendation of the Planning Commission to Council to approve the proposed preliminary roadway dedication plat for the planned Farnsworth Business Park contingent on the provision of a 2-foot "anti-vehicular access easement" along the western portion of the plat and the incorporation of the comments of the City Engineer as conditions of final preliminary plat approval.

Mr. Garver moved to adopt Resolution 28-24, Mr. Borowski seconded the motion, which passed by a unanimous voice vote.
C. RESOLUTION 29-24  A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATOR TO AWARD A CONTRACT TO ATLANTIC EMERGENCY SOLUTIONS FOR THE PURCHASE OF FIREFIGHTING EQUIPMENT FOR THE FIRE DEPARTMENT
This Resolution authorizes the purchase of new firefighting "turn out gear" protective clothing and equipment from Atlantic Emergency Solutions of Manassas, Virginia for a purchase price of $35,010. The purchase of this equipment was included in the 2024 Appropriation Ordinance. A certain portion of the Department's turn out gear is on a rotating schedule for replacement on regular basis. Information on this equipment is included with this Resolution for your reference.

Mr. Rozic moved to adopt Resolution 29-24, Mr. Borowski seconded the motion, which passed by a unanimous voice vote.
D.  RESOLUTION 30-24  A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH HYLANT ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES, INC., ADMINISTRATOR OF THE OHIO GOVERNMENT RISK MANAGEMENT PLAN FOR COMPREHENSIVE PROPERTY, CASUALTY AND LIABILITY INSURANCE COVERAGE
The City has received a proposal from Hylant Administrative Services, using the Ohio Plan of Government Risk Management, for the renewal of our insurance coverage from August 31, 2024 to August 31, 2025. This Resolution would authorize a contract renewal for a one-year term with an increase in the total premium from $61,376 to $65,011. The $3,636 increase is primarily due to the increases in property values as well as increases associated with inflation.

Mrs. Duncan moved to adopt Resolution 30-24, Mr. Rozic seconded the motion, which passed by a unanimous voice vote.
