OLD BUSINESS:
A. ORDINANCE 02-25  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PART THREE OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF WATERVILLE, SCHEDULE V OF THE TRAFFIC SCHEDULES, RESTRICTED OR PROHIDITED PARKING ON SOUTH THIRD STREET NEAR LOCUST STREET 
This Ordinance would establish a new no parking area along the west side of South Third Street from approximately 120 S. Third Street south to Locust Street.  The planned new no parking area is necessary to ensure that large vehicles, such as fire or delivery trucks, can safety travel through this portion of S. Third Street while cars are parked on the east side of the street. At their April 3, 2025 public meeting, it was the recommendation of the Public Safety Committee to extend the existing no parking area on the west side of the street from Locust Street north approximately 335 feet north to 120 S. Third Street.  

Mayor Pedro made a motion to suspend the rules to allow for the passage of Ordinance 02-25 as an emergency measure.  Mr. Rozic seconded the motion.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. RESOLUTION 18-25  A RESOLUTION EXTENDING THE CONTRACT WITH REPUBLIC SERVICES INC FOR REFUSE COLLECTION DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING
The current contract with Republic Services for refuse, recycling and disposal expires on May 31, 2025. The contract includes a provision that allows a one (1) year contract extension upon the mutual agreement of the City and the Contractor. All of the terms and conditions of the existing contract would remain the same with the exception of a requested increase of $2.65 per month per residential dwelling unit for a new rate of

$15.63 per month.  The new rate is comparable to refuse fees paid in other area communities, such as: Whitehouse: $15.39; Oregon: $15.48; Rossford: $18.30; Monclova Twp.: $16.44; Swanton: $29.25 and Delta: $24.00. 
Mr. Borowski moved to adopt Resolution 18-25.  Mr. Garver seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous voice vote.

B. RESOLUTION 19-25  A RESOLUTION REPEALING RESOLUTION 13-25 AND AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATOR TO AWARD A CONTRACT TO HELMS AND SONS EXCAVATING INC FOR THE 2025 CITY PAVING PROGRAM
At your March 24, 2025 public meeting, Council awarded the 2025 City Paving Program to the low bidder Henry Bergman, Inc. for $513,839.90. Since Bergman has not executed a contract with the City within the period required under state law, it is the request of the Administration to withdraw the award to Bergman and to enter into an agreement with the next lowest bidder, Helms and Sons Excavating, Inc. of Findlay, Ohio, for this work as provided under Section 153.54 of the Ohio Revised Code at a cost of $569,567.00.  Helms and Sons have successfully completed several public improvement projects throughout Northwest Ohio including Napoleon, Holland, Maumee and the Glass City Metropark in Downtown Toledo.
Mr. Borowski moved to adopt Resolution 19-25.  Mrs. Duncan seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous voice vote.

C. RESOLUTION 20-25  A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATOR TO AWARD A CONTRACT TO MIDWEST CONTRACTING TO REPAIR VEHICLE DAMAGE TO PARKER SQUARE PARK

In November 2024, a vehicle crashed into the newly completed Parker Square Park causing damage to the entry wall, lighting and electrical facilities. The City recently received a settlement from the driver's insurance company to reimburse the City for the estimated cost of the repairs in the amount of $41,200. The enclosed Resolution authorizes a contract with Midwest Contracting to complete these repairs at a cost of

$41,200.
Mr. Wagner moved to adopt Resolution 20-25.  Mr. Rozic seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous voice vote.

D. RESOLUTION 21-25  A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MUNICIPAL ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH PROUDFOOT ASSOCIATES INC FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES TO PREPARE PLANS SPECIFICATIONS AND BID DOCUMENTS FOR THE 2026 CANAL ROAD PAVING IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

This Resolution would authorize the Municipal Administrator to enter into an agreement with Proudfoot Associates, Inc. to prepare plans, specifications and bid documents for the 2026 Canal Road Paving Improvement Project. The project involves the resurfacing of Canal Road from North Street to the Anthony Wayne Trail, widening the roadway approximately 2 feet and installing a 2-foot wide stone berm. The project is scheduled to begin construction in the Spring of 2026. The estimated cost of the proposed project is $338,000 with the City receiving a $166,972 grant from the Ohio Public Works Commission. The cost of the planned engineering work is $25,000. 

Mr. Garver moved to adopt Resolution 21-25.  Mr. Wagner seconded the motion, which passed by unanimous voice vote.
